Dear Parent/Carer 

As you may know, Mrs Maclean, Guidance Manager for Year 11, left the school at 
Christmas.

Miss Brittain, Deputy Head, is overseeing the organisation of this year’s Leavers’ Prom 
which will take place on 28 June. Students will receive more information regarding this 
in the coming weeks, but please be aware that the Leavers’ Prom is a privilege for Year 
11 students and not an automatic right. Only students demonstrating high levels of 
good behaviour, punctuality and attendance will be eligible to attend.
