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Status
Non-statutory.
Aim
Denefield is committed to providing an environment where students are encouraged to lead active and healthy lives and where students can make informed choices about the food they eat. Healthy, well-nourished children are best able to take full advantage of the education opportunities that the school provides. Our aims are:
· to provide healthy food and drink choices to students and staff at break and lunchtime.
· to enable students to make healthy food choices through the provision of information and guidance promoting a healthy lifestyle.
· To maximise uptake of healthy food and drink in the school.
Legislation and guidance
The national School Food Standards set out the duty of schools to provide nutritious food for pupils, and encourage healthy eating. The Requirements for School Food Regulations 2014 introduced these standards for school food into law. They specify which types of food and drinks should be served at school and how often. Under Natasha's Law, the ingredients in food that is pre-packaged for sale must be shown on the packaging. This is outlined in the Food Information (Amendment) (England) Regulations 2019.
Roles and responsibilities of Headteacher, other staff, trustees
Trustees and Head Teacher
Trustees are responsible for:
Having oversight of school food provision at Denefield
Ensuring that school food fits into the wider remit of student and staff health and wellbeing.
Reviewing the provision of food and drink in relation to the aims of this policy.
Finance and Business Director
The Finance and Business Director will:
Ensure that food and drink provided at Denefield through its catering contractor meet the relevant school food standards and are compliant with the relevant legislation
Ensure guidance on nutritional standards is made available based on the School Food Standards (“SFS”)
Promote the up-take of free school meals for those eligible to take them; 
Regularly monitor the content, cost, and quality of food provided; 
Ensure that the special dietary needs of children and staff are catered for where it is practical to do so;
Ensure information is available for students with requirements for diabetic diets; 
Work with curriculum leaders to ensure that information on food nutrition is provided to students as part of Student Council, PSHE, food technology and science teaching. 
All Staff
All staff are expected to promote healthy eating by modelling good practice in relation to food and drink and in line with this policy.
Arrangements for Monitoring and evaluation
The Resources Committee or Trust Board will receive an annual report from the FBD on the extent to which the catering contractor meets the School Food Standards, and providing information on quality, cost, and take-up by students eligible for free school meals. 
Feedback from students will be undertaken annually, through the School Council and reported to the Trust board, to establish whether students are satisfied with the quality of meals offered.
The FBD will hold regular contract meetings with the Catering Account Manager to review the quality of the provision of food and drink and to monitor the operation of the catering contract.
The Trust board will monitor and evaluate the school’s arrangements for the provision of health food and drink at Denefield.
